5. Submit two letters of recommendation—one from the superintendent of the employing school district and one from a university representative with personal knowledge of the applicant.

6. Submit a typed, personal narrative, 300 to 500 words in length, in MS Word format, that is responsive to the following question, “If you were granted absolute authority over Kentucky’s schools for one day, and allowed to make one change, what would it be, and how would it benefit students.  Submit to rhonda@kasa.org in MS Word format.
7. Must not have received the award previously.
