HCR 129 | Establish task force to study Unified Juvenile Code
SB 21 School Calendar, non-closure on Election Days
SB 24 Amend School Entrance age to 6 by August 1%
SB 43 Alternative H.S. diploma for students with disabilities
SB 86 Option for early H.S. graduation
SB 109 Similar to HB 216
SB 113 Permit parent to enroll at school nearest the home
SB 143 Permit parents to enroll in districts where they do not reside
